Is there a more important message for our children 

to understand? Obviously not and that is why we 

have delivered age appropriate assemblies to all of 

the children within the school and had workshops 

delivered to our Y2, Y5 & Y6 children. As this is a 

programme that we deliver regularly, over time, all 

children will eventually receive the same messages.  

* Always remember that your body belongs to you. If 

someone asks to see, or tries to touch you, say ‘NO’ - 

and tell someone that you trust and like to speak to. 

* Have an understanding of the different forms of 

abuse (physical, emotional, sexual & neglect) and 

what to do if you feel that either yourself or someone 

you know may be suffering from one or more forms.
