Food and Farming Day

Classes 1 and 2 have been invited to a 'Food and Farming Day' which is being held at the Exhibition Halls,
Royal Cornwall Showground, Wadebridge.

3.20pm; arrive back at school.

Children will need to be dressed in school uniform with comfortable footwear and a lightweight
waterproof coat. We have been advised that although most of the activities are undercover, the venue
can be quite cold therefore we suggest children wear lots of layers!

Your child will need a packed lunch and a drink (not fizzy) in a rucksack. If you require a school packed
lunch, please ask for a form from Kerry or Miss Percival. This needs to be with Kerry at least a week
before the trip.

2pm; leave The Barn

Children will need to be dressed in their PE kits (jogging bottoms or leggings would be preferable to
shorts in case they get cold), a school jumper/cardigan with trainers and a waterproof coat.

Your child will need a packed lunch and a drink (not fizzy). If you require a school packed lunch, please
ask for a form from Kerry or Miss Percival. This needs to be with Kerry at least a week before the trip.
