Recommended Age 17+ 
Triller is a video social networking app  
available on Apple App Store (12+ app 
rating) on the Google Play Store (‘Teen’ 
rating ) It is not considered to be suitable for 
younger ages. 
With more than 120 million downloads this App is becoming 
very popular. 

• Users can film themselves singing and/or dancing to 
music many times 

• Triller’s artificial intelligence (AI) can select the best 
clips and share them on social media

Top Tips for parents and carers 
Look at the tips and links for some suggestions on how to get 
you started and help you and your child to stay safe and  
positive online. 

• Talk together (Communication is the key to  
 identifying online misinformation) 
 Talk regularly with your child about how they use  
 technology and where they go for information online  

• Set an example (Show your child how you question 
and evaluate online content) 

 Discuss with your child if you spotted a fake news  
 story, or got sent a phishing email and what you did 

• Think before you share (Fact-check and reflect before 
sharing content, posts or pictures)  

 Set a good example in how to share information  
 responsibly online 

• Check in with your child (How does misleading 
  information they see online make them feel?) 
 Reassure your child that you are there to talk about  
 things that upset them and to support them with how 
  they feel  

• Seek help and support (Ask other parents how they 
address misleading online content) 

 Support your child online by using privacy settings  
 on social media
